 Phonological Awareness


Is the child aware of which sounds occur in specific words (initial phonemes, vowels, final consonants, rhyme, syllables)?


Can the child judge which sound is at the beginning/end of a CV/CVC word without hearing the adult model?

Auditory discrimination 


Can the child hear the difference between sounds?





Can the child hear which sound is at the beginning/end of a CV/CVC word?





Mouth


Oral Skills


Is the child able to carry out oral movements on imitation or on request?


Which movements is the child able to make/not able to make?


Is the child able to carry out repeated oral movements?


Comment on the range/speech/accuracy/control


Single Sounds


Which sounds can the child produce in isolation?


Can the child produce strings of the same/alternating phonemes (VV, VC, CC)?


Can the child blend consonant and vowel sounds (VC/CV)?


Word level


Which sounds does the child use in words?


Which word positions do specific sounds occur in?


Are there any phonological processes present?


Are there any unusual substitutions or omissions?


Connected Speech


Which sounds does the child use at sentence level in everyday speech?


Which processes, omissions and substitutions are present in sentences and everyday speech?


What effects do length of utterance, rate of utterance, complexity of utterance and context have on speech?
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
