	To all DSLs and Head Teachers - Please be aware of some concerning incidents which have occurred on Wednesday and Thursday last week in local county schools. Four pupils from two different secondary schools have been hospitalised, following collapsing in school after vaping. The police are conducting forensic analysis of the vapes to see what they contain and we will be working with them and public health to understand more and support schools in due course.
