Safeguarding KCSIE -  Dear Headteacher/DSL - This is for information only and does not come into force until 1 September 2023.  - Many of you may already be aware of the KCSiE statutory guidance update that was released recently however we are sharing for your ease and support in planning in advance of this guidance which comes into force from 01st September  2023.  Pease note: This guidance applies to all schools and colleges and is for:
1. headteachers, teachers and staff
1. governing bodies, proprietors and management committees
It sets out the legal duties you must follow to safeguard and promote the welfare of children and young people under the age of 18 in schools and colleges. All school and college staff should read part 1 of this guidance. Statutory guidance sets out what schools must do to comply with the law. Where the guidance states schools and colleges should do something, you should follow this unless you have a good reason not to. The 2022 version of the guidance is currently in force. The 2023 version will come into force on 1 September 2023.
