Disability Access Funding (DAF Funding) -  This is for any child in receipt of the three and four year old early education funding within a school or Academy Nursery N1/F1 but not in a reception class, who are in receipt of Disability Living Allowance (DLA) . Schools must identify these children on the January school census in order to claim the £858.92 DAF funding per child from school finance. Schools must obtain sight of the 'Award letter' parents receive  from the DWP and complete a DAF application form signed by the parent and kept for their own records. The application form and Guidance can be found here 
Grant Claims made by Maintained Schools - We understand that schools are at times required to submit grant claims to the Education Skills Funding Agency (ESFA) in relation to specific grants, for example Connect the classroom or Post 16 Bursary funding.   When the claims have been accepted, and notification has been received by the maintained school that the funding will be passed onto the Authority, we kindly request that an email is sent to us at School.Funding@Nottinghamcity.gov.uk to notify us of the details, so that we can pass the funding onto you at the earliest opportunity when we receive it. Once we receive notification we can then send the information through to the Spend Control Panel, which will enable us to gain approval quicker to pass the funding on.

Local authorities must have regard to that guidance when carrying out their duty to arrange suitable education for children who cannot attend school because of  physical or mental health needs.The guidance also covers the role that the child’s school (if they have one) should play in ensuring the child receives a suitable education when too unwell to attend school and, where appropriate, is successfully re-integrated back into their school once they are well enough to be. This guidance also highlights the role the parents / carers and the child should play in agreeing suitable provision and on how and when a child could be reintegrated back into mainstream schooling (where relevant)

WhatsApp Hacking
	WhatsApp hacking/scams are escalating across Nottinghamshire, regionally and nationally. Just imagine handing over your account to a stranger so that they can go through all your conversations, scam your friends/family out of money and try hacking their accounts too. Please speak to friends and family to warn them and share these 3 tips to  help protect WhatsApp accounts.  1- Never share any codes received no matter what their excuse is. 2-step verification codes approve a login attempt, these are the keys to your account so don’t share them with anyone else.   2- Enable 2-step Verification:  - Tap settings > Account > Two- step verification - Create a Pin. That’s it, just don’t share it.   3-  Protect your data: Allow only your contacts to see your profile data (not everyone).  
- Tap settings > Account > Privacy > update all settings listed to ‘nobody’ OR ‘contacts only. 
- At the bottom of the list is ‘advanced’ > hide IP address in calls. 
- Screen lock > enable FaceID or Fingerprint.

Domestic Cyber Stalking and Harassment - Free Training - All this could be relevant in your roles considering the impact of domestic abuse on families, the children usually get caught up and the Cyber Stalking & Harassment training is aimed to give you the confidence to look out for some of the signs. At the end of the session you will receive handouts as well to help inform any advice you may give to a family or victims in such situations. This could also become prevalent in peer on peer abuse at school.  Over the last few years as technology has developed the use of tracking devices and other technology by domestic abuse perpetrators to control and stalk their victims has become commonplace. It’s important practitioners in a safeguarding capacity are aware of these techniques and know how to respond to them.  East Midlands Special Operation Unit last year delivered a series of free webinars to raise awareness of technologies used for domestic abuse, stalking and harassment and how you can help safeguard victims.
